RULE CHANGES FOR  
2016 SEASON  

ÅROSTER MUST BE 
SUBMITTED  

ÅNew USAV 4.1.3b: At least 10 
minutes before the start of each 
match, including tournament play, 
each team shall submit a roster 
listing the names and uniform 
numbers of players eligible to 
participate in the match. The coach 
or team captain must sign the 
roster. A roster may be changed at 
any time during the match, but only 
to correct a uniform number. 
However, if the coach or game 
captain requests such a number 
change, that team will be charged 
with a penalty point. A roster may 
not be changed to add a player at 
any time after having been signed by 
the coach or team captain.
